Forgiveness 
 

There is not one person on earth who has not been hurt or 

angered by another individual. Our first inclination is to react 

with indignation or resentment instead of respond in love. 
Forgiveness can be a foreign word. It does not come naturally 

to most of us but it is a choice we must make. 
 

I can think of one occurrence in which someone wronged me. 

My insides churned every time I thought about the incident 

and that person and we weren’t even friends…just acquaint-
ances. I grumbled and seethed about it for a long time. After 

all I was wronged! I had a right to feel that way! By doing so, 

was I punishing the other person or myself? That person 

walked around in complete ignorance of my grudge. Who was 

I hurting? Me! After many conversations with God, I realized I 

had to let it go. I felt so much better after releasing it. 
 

There are times in a close relationship when you do need to 

confront IN LOVE the person who wronged you. You will know 

if reconciliation can happen only after a face to face conversa-

tion.

Un-forgiveness holds us hostage. We think that we are teach-

ing other persons a lesson by being angry or snubbing them.

Allow you to walk in freedom that God intended for us 

 

Most of the time forgiveness is not the easiest thing to do. 

Many of us have to rely on God to work within us to change 

our heart in the situation.  That is what it takes…a complete 

change of heart. Forgiveness does: 
Make a way for God’s blessing 

Give peace 

Free you 

Keep your mind on good things rather than bad thoughts 

Take the stress away 

Allow for reconciliation 
 

Forgiving doesn’t mean condoning the wrong. I think you can 

be disappointed in a person’s actions but still forgive him or 

her. We all make mistakes and I want to be forgiven when I do 

wrong and repent of it. 
 

In the most difficult times when forgiveness can’t come easily, 

ask God to take your pain, hurt, and anger and replace it with 

love, peace and mercy. He will. 
 

12 Therefore, as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe 
yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and pa-
tience.
